T h a t  argu- 
ment, while it should be 
sufficient to deter the
prudent man,  has in          
i t  a n  e l e m e n t  o f
selfishess. 
         While one is justified 
in abstaining from that 
which would reduce his
physical  and mental  
capacity below the 
maximum, he cannot 
ignore the effect which 
his conduct has upon 
others, and no one in 
this land and age can 
b e  i g n o r a n t  o f            
the suffering and 
i n j u s t i c e  w h i c h  
alcohol has brought
into the home.
